Parking for the NTI Birmingham is at Millennium Point Car Park. Driving directions below will direct you
to Millennium Point (For Sat Nav users, postcode is B4 7AP).

From M6, Jct 6 (Aston Expressway) — 3 miles

Follow signs to City centre, on the A38(M). After the first exit follow signs for Ring Road and Convention centre. You
immediately come to Dartmouth Circus Roundabout. Take the first exit (Dartmouth Middleway, A4540). At the next island,
take the third exit on to Jennens Road. Turn left on to Howe Street. The entrance to the Birmingham City Council multi-storey
car park is straight ahead.

From M5, Jct 3 (Hagley Road) — 9 miles

Follow A456 into Birmingham for approximately 6 miles, through the tunnel at Five Ways, onto Broad Street. Follow signs for
A38(M) (Aston Expressway) onto Great Charles Street Queensway. Proceed under the tunnel at St Chads Queensway.
Indicate left as you exit and go down to the island under the flyover. Take third exit onto James Watt Queensway and stay in
the left hand lane. Turn left onto Jennens Road (East) and at the roundabout take the fourth exit onto Jennens Road (West).
The entrance to the Birmingham City Council multi-storey car park will be on your left hand side.

From M42, Jct 6 (Coventry Road) — 11 miles

Follow A45 towards City Centre for approximately 7 miles. You will then reach a large traffic roundabout (Bordesley Circus).
Follow signs for M6 into watery lane Middleway. Continue to follow signs for the M6 through the first and second
roundabouts. At the third roundabout, take the first exit onto Jennens Road. The entrance to the Birmingham City Council
multi-storey car park will be on your left hand side.

Walking Directions from Millennium Point car park to NTI Birmingham (3 mins)

e Turn left out of the car park onto Jennens Road (the dual carriageway). (Millennium Point should be behind you)

e Continue walking to the end of the road and follow the road around to the left until you are eventually in front of the NTI
building

Walking Directions from New Street Station, Birmingham (10 Mins)

e Use far left exit of New Street Station which takes you past WHSmith and Boots stores towards Moor Street Station.

e Continue out of the station and cross the road at the pedestrian crossing towards the Bullring.

e Walk left alongside the Bullring so that you are walking under the Bullring bridge.

e Atthe end of the walkway cross over the 2 sets of pedestrian crossings on your left, then right hand side so that you are
in front of Moor Street Station (you should be able to see Matthew Boulton Campus in the distance which is opposite our
building).

e Facing Moor Street Station, walk left up the road which is Moor Street Queensway. You will pass Carrs Lane Church
and the NCP multi-storey Albert Street car park on your left.

e Cross over the pedestrian crossing at the end of the road so that you are in front of a tall white building (The Masshouse
Development).

e Continue walking straight towards the NTI building with the Birmingham City University Banner displayed, using the
pedestrian crossings in front of the Matthew Boulton Campus building to safely guide you to the front of the building.

Walking Directions from Moor Street Station, Birmingham (5 Mins)

e Turn right out of Moor Street Station and walk up the road which is Moor Street Queensway towards Matthew Boulton
Campus in the distance. You will pass Carrs Lane Church and the NCP multi-storey Albert Street car park on your left.

e Cross over the pedestrian crossing at the end of the road so that you are in front of a tall white building (The Masshouse
Development).

e Continue walking straight towards the NTI building with the Birmingham City University Banner displayed, using the
pedestrian crossings in front of the Matthew Boulton Campus building to safely guide you to the front of the building.

Walking Directions from Snow Hill Station, Birmingham (10 Mins)

Cross the road at the pedestrian crossing in front of the station and walk left to the end of Colmore Row.

Cross the road at the pedestrian crossing so that The Wesleyan building is on your left.

Walk straight ahead to the next pedestrian crossing.

After crossing, walk right so that you walk past Lloyds TSB Bank and Trailfinders.

At the end of the road and just around the corner to the left, cross at the pedestrian crossing in front of Tesco Express
and walk to the right so that Argos Extra is on your right on the opposite side of the road.

As you continue straight down the road (The Priory Queensway), the NTI building will come into view to your left (Look
for the blue Birmingham City University Banner).

At the end of the road, do not cross over Moor Street Queensway, but follow the road around to the left.

At the end of the road, cross at the traffic lights on James Watt Queensway in the direction of Matthew Boulton College.
Walk to the right and cross at the traffic lights on Jennens Road.

Continue to your right down the road until you come to the front of the NTI Building.
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
