What are your motivations for doing a degree? How do you think a degree will change your future? 
3. What are your goals? (50 words)
What are your aims and how do you plan to achieve them?
4. What other commitments do you have outside of HE? (50 words)
Do you work part-time, look after family, or have a hobby that you dedicate a lot of time to? Will you commute to university or live nearby? How do you plan to fit these commitments around your studies?
