ENTRY REQUIREMENTS

To be successful while studying at Birmingham
City University, you'll need to have a good level
of English. The majority of our courses require
a minimum IELTS score of 6.0 overall (with no
band less than 5.5).

If IELTS isn’t your main English language
qualification provider, we also accept a range of
other qualifications as evidence of your English
language abilities.

Pre-sessional English courses are for
international and EU students whose first
language is not English, and who have a
conditional offer to study for a degree course.
